Unstructued data such as text or binary
Serve images or documents to browser
Store files for distributed access
Stream multimedia
Backup, restore, disaster recovery or archive
Data analytics on-premise or cloud

Queues

Store and retrieve messages
Millions of messages up to 64 KB
Processes asynchronously
For processed where messages trigger events, such
as picture uploads and thumbnail creation
Each step in process is scaled separately
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
